How Visitors Discover Your Bakery

Why Accepting Friend Requests Matters

e Each friend request is like someone choosing to visit your bakery again in the future
e When you accept a request, that person receives notifications when you upload new content »*

e This means every time you place a new product on your shelves; your followers are invited back to
your shop to see what is new. **

e Over time this creates a growing group of returning visitors & 4

e Returning visitors are extremely valuable because they already know your bakery and enjoy your
products T

Building Your Customer Base

In the beginning, Your Bakery may only have a few customers. ¢

e That is ‘Perfectly Normal® &
e Every ‘Successful Page’ starts small....

e But as you continue adding products, improving presentation,
and ‘Accepting Friend Requests’, your customer base slowly grows #¢

e Each visitor who becomes a ‘Follower’ increases your reach and visibility **

e Growth happens gradually through many small steps A}/

A Simple Way to Think About It

‘Imagine your bakery growing a list of regular customers’... %%
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Each time ‘Someone Joins’ that list, they receive a ‘Small Reminder’ whenever fresh products
appear on your shelves »~

The larger that list becomes, the ‘More People’
